Eligibility:
e Applicants must be degree-seeking undergraduate or graduate students at Arizona State
University as of March 1, 2010.

o Applicants must be admitted into one of the following 8-week CLI 2010 programs in Kazan:
Advanced Russian, Elementary Tatar, or Intermediate Tatar.

Application Procedure:

1. Send a statement of purpose (250 words or less) to cli@asu.edu. Explain how studying Russian or
Tatar in Kazan will contribute to your academic and/or career plans.

2. Submit a letter of recommendation from an ASU faculty member, preferably a language
instructor with whom you have studied. If you are a new student, you may submit a letter from a
non-ASU language instructor with whom you have studied.

Selection Criteria:
Participants will be selected on the basis of academic success, particularly in language study.

Deadlines:
1. Submit all materials by March 1.
2. Scholarship recipients will be announced on or before March 15.
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
