Course objectives:

The main goal of the course is to develop students’ ability and skills to speak, write, listen and
read original Russian texts in interaction and active participation in as many real life situations as
possible.

By the end of the course, students are expected to achieve the equivalent of level 2+ language
skills as defined by the US Interagency Language Roundtable (http://www.govtilr.org/).
Specifically, by the end of the course:




Listening

You should be able to follow accurately the essentials of conversations between educated native
speakers, reasonably clear telephone calls, radio broadcasts on general topics, sufficiently
understand most routine social demands as well as effective understanding of face-to-face speech
delivered with normal clarity and speed in a standard Russian, understand implications.

Speaking

You should show considerable ability to communicate effectively on topics covered in the course
and relating to particular interests and special fields of competence. You should show a high
degree of fluency and ease of speech. You should be able to speak the language with sufficient
structural accuracy and vocabulary to participate effectively in most formal and informal
conversations in practical, social and professional topics.

Reading

You should be able to read within a normal range of speed and sufficient comprehension to
understand most factual material in non-technical prose as well as some discussions on concrete
topics. You should be able to separate the main ideas and details from lesser ones and use that
distinction to advance understanding.

Writing

You should show the ability to write with some precision and in some detail about most common
topics. You should be able to write about concrete topics relating to particular interests and
special fields of competence, reports, summaries, short library research papers on current events.
Writing should be understandable to native speakers not used to dealing with foreigners' attempts
to write the language. Your control of structure, spelling and general vocabulary should be
adequate to convey your message accurately. Your punctuation should be correct.

Course description:

Russian III is an intensive third-year course of Russian language and culture. We will
comprehensively review Russian grammar with continuing oral practice and composition.

As a base for the course, we will employ V' Puti (both the textbook and the workbook) as well as
Russian cartoons, movies, and other authentic Russian sources.

Since communication in a foreign language requires an understanding of the cultural context ,
our activities will include: learning Russian through the use of realistic situations and settings;
reading authentic Russian poems and fragments of Russian novels; singing Russian folk and
contemporary songs; playing authentic Russian games; solving crossword puzzles and riddles;
doing presentations; learning Russian grammar and new words by drawing pictures and making
posters; watching favorite and most quotable Russian cartoons and films and doing many
activities typical for Russians.

The following topics from the textbook V' Puti will be covered in 8 weeks:

Chapter 1. You, your family, university life

Chapter 2. Class schedules, daily routines, and extra-curricular activities
Chapter 3. Extended family, family history, marriage and divorce

Chapter 5. My home (where you live).

Chapter 6. People’s appearance, personality traits, and personal relationships
Chapter 7. Theatre, music, ballet

Chapter 8. Travel and tourism

Chapter 9. Life in a city, driving, directions



By the end of the program, you will develop sufficient control of grammar, a fairly extensive
vocabulary, higher level of fluency, and much of the functional and cultural knowledge needed
to communicate effectively in Russian/with Russians/in Russia.

Grammar/Vocabulary

The goal of the grammar part is intensive review and supplementation of strategic grammatical
concepts.

We will acquire a more advanced level of grammar through a thorough review of the basic
grammatical structures and learning to use them actively. Noun and adjective declensions, as
well as verbal conjugations, are the basic "building blocks" of Russian grammar, and this course
will help you to tie together all the elements of grammar and usage covered up to this point:
compound sentences, reflexive verbs, the subjunctive, negative and the indefinite constructions,
additional use of the cases, prepositions, dependent clauses as well as Russian idioms.

The verbal aspect, another important and often difficult feature of the Russian grammar is also
widely introduced in this course. You will be suggested the most effective methods of
memorizing new words.

Attendance and Participation (20%):

Attendance is required and will form a part of your final grade. Success in foreign language
study depends on regular attendance, sound preparation, and full participation in class. A student
who is chronically late to class, leaves early, or is not prepared to participate will not receive full
attendance and participation credit.

Homework (25%)

You will have homework each night. Homework is due at the beginning of class. Late
assignments and failure to turn in your assignments will reduce your homework grade.
Homework will include workbook and textbook exercises, short compositions, preparation of
study materials (e.g. flashcards), and video and audio-based activities. All homework
assignments as well as all links to video and audio are available through the course Blackboard
site.

Tests and Quizzes (25%)

We will have graded unit tests each Friday, vocabulary quizzes on the textbook each Tuesday
and quizzes on cartoons/movies each Thursday. Make-ups for excused absences only with prior
notification, otherwise you will receive a zero for the test or quiz. All non-scheduled quizzes
will be announced at least one day in advance and are required. You are allowed to drop your
lowest quiz grade.

We will have a midterm at the end of the 4™ week and a final exam at the end of the 8" week.
The unit tests, midterm, and final will all have an oral component.

Presentations (10%)



This is a 5-7 minute exercise in speaking rather than reading.

You will receive a topic for your presentation every Monday and present it every Friday.
Write yourself a simplified outline as a prompt.

Use in your presentation as much vocabulary and grammar we learned as possible.

If you are going to use PowerPoint, videos, or CD’s, be prepared before you begin to speak.
Do not forget to ask questions (at least 5) after your presentation.

Everyone feels nervous when first speaking to a group, but we’re all in this together and we’re
on your side.

Other Assessment:

At the end of the course, you will be given an oral proficiency test administered by a native
Russian speaker to further determine your listening and speaking levels. This test will not
impact your final grade, but will give us another measure of your progress in the course.
