About the instructor

My name is Aygul Fatykhova and I’m going to be your Tatar language instructor this summer.  I graduated from Kazan State University, from the Department of Tatar language and History. Currently I’m working as a Tatar language instructor at the Tatar State University of Humanities and Education and seeking a Masters degree at KSU. During the 2006-2007 academic years I was a Tatar language teaching assistant as a Fulbright grantee and taught the Tatar course at the 2007-2008 CLI.

Goals
The intermediate course in Tatar is a continuation of the elementary course and is intended to enhance overall communicative competence in Tatar. First, a revision of the major points of Tatar grammar and of the basic lexicon will be made.
The main goal of the course is to build on the students’ Tatar vocabulary, grammar and orthography and to further develop listening, reading, conversational and compositional skills. In particular, students will improve their ability to comprehend and exchange ideas with native speakers. Students will also express original ideas, report on various types of events, and conduct interviews in the language. Upon the completion of the course, you are expected to gain level 2- 2+ according to the Interagency Language Roundtable (see the ILR home page at http://www.govtilr.org)).  Also a considerable part of our classes will be devoted to introducing the various aspects of the Tatar culture.
