 Course Description and Objectives:
Uzbek is a Turkic language and the official language of Uzbekistan. It has about 23.5 million native speakers, and it is spoken by the Uzbeks in Uzbekistan and elsewhere in Central Asia. Uzbek belongs to the Qarluq family of Turkic languages, and consequently its lexicon and grammar are most closely linked to the Uyghur language, while other influences rose from Persian, Arabic and Russian.
This course provides students with a general knowledge of the Uzbek Language as it is spoken and written today. It familiarizes students with the Uzbek Latin and Cyrillic alphabets, general phrases for real-life conversations and daily routines. Since communication in foreign language requires an understanding of key vocabulary our activities will include talking about family, describing people and objects, talking about past events, defining climate, food, and several other activities. 

Throughout the course, the practice of language skills such as listening, speaking, reading, and writing will be stressed. During class students will be exposed to authentic materials, such as video clips and pictures showing the real cultural life of the Uzbek people. 

By the end of the language course, you should be able 
· to read texts on familiar topics and understand the main ideas without using a dictionary and have confidence in ability to guess the meaning of new words from context, 
· to speak about yourself and your environment, carry out basic transactions related to

daily life orally and in writing, and initiate and sustain conversations on a number of topics.

· to understand native speakers in familiar context 
· to form and understand almost all basic suffixes of Uzbek

· to write short stories and essays in Uzbek

This is a 5-7 minute exercise in speaking, rather than reading. You will receive a topic for your presentation every Monday and present it every Friday. Write yourself a simplified outline as a prompt. Use in your presentation as much of the  vocabulary and grammar we have learned as possible.

The exams will contact several types of questions (e.g. multiple choice tests, true and false and fill in the blank questions).
